The Greater and the Lesser Exodus:
(adapted from Exodus 15 & | Corinthians 15)

LI: Jesus is alive!

P: For the Lord of hosts was not willing to cast His exiled children out of His
presence forever.

P: The horse and its rider He has hurled into the sea.

L2: The Lord is my strength and my song; He has become my salvation.

Ll: The Lord is a warrior; the Lord is His name.

LI: Listen to this mystery: We will not all sleep, but we will all be changed—in a flash, in
the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet.

P: For the trumpet will sound, and the dead will be raised imperishable, and
we will be changed.

LI: For the perishable must clothe itself with the imperishable, and the mortal with
immortality. When the perishable has been clothed with the imperishable, and the
mortal with immortality, then the saying that is written will come true:

P: Death has been swallowed up in victory!

Confession of Faith Nicene Creed (325 AD)

Christians, what do you believe?

We believe in one God, the Father almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of
all things visible and invisible, and in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only Son of
God, begotten from the Father before all ages, God from God, Light from
Light, true God from true God, begotten not made, of the same essence as
the Father. Through him all things were made. For us and for our salvation
he came down from heaven; he became incarnate by the Holy Spirit and the
virgin Mary, and was made human. He was crucified for us under Pontius
Pilate; he suffered and was buried. The third day he rose again according to
the Scriptures. He ascended to heaven and is seated at the right hand of the
Father. He will come again with glory to judge the living and the dead. His
kingdom will never end. And we believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the
giver of life. He proceeds from the Father and the Son, and with the Father
and the Son is worshiped and glorified. He spoke through the prophets. We
believe in the one holy catholic and apostolic church. We affirm one baptism
for the forgiveness of sins. We look forward to the resurrection of the dead,
and to the life in the world to come. Amen.
